Dear Parents/Carers, 
 
School works closely with our catering provider ‘Mellors’, to ensure the provision of high-quality 
school lunches for our children. The menu is wide and varied and always accompanied with fresh 
vegetables and fruit. The salad bar is very popular with the children. 
 
We are extremely fortunate in having a dedicated catering team working alongside us who strive to 
serve tasty nutritious meals each day. They engage with the children and often ‘extra’ treats appear 
linked to our school curriculum. Theme days such as World Book Days and Pancake Day remain a 
huge favourite across the school. 
 
The School Council work alongside Mrs Nunn and ‘taste test’ new ideas to keep the menu varied and 
interesting for the children. They have selected some favourite dishes such as sticky toffee cake and 
sauce, as well as choosing new additions such as mini quiche and cottage pies, for the new menu 
after Easter. For those wishing to have a sandwich, the new KS2 baguettes with a range of fillings 
are also popular. 
 
Our current charge for school dinners for children in Years 3 to 6 is £2.55 per meal. We always 
endeavour to keep our meal price as low as possible for our school community, however, with 
statutory increases in the National Living Wage, Employer NI contributions and food costs, after the 
Easter break this will rise to £2.70 per meal. 
 
The Government will continue to fund meals for children in EYFS (Reception) Year 1 and Year 2, and 
for all pupils eligible for free school meals. 
 
Thank you for your understanding and we hope you will continue to support and enjoy the excellent 
school lunches on offer at the school.
