Tuesday 14th April 
Please could children arrive at school between 8:20am and 8:30am on Tuesday 14th April. On arrival, Miss 
Cattley will take any medication – please ensure medication is clearly labelled.  
 
Children will need lunch and a snack for the first day – no packed lunch boxes, and try to avoid 
unnecessary plastic bags. We will be having lunch at the centre before heading out for our first activity.  
No mobile phones or other electronic devices will be allowed on the trip. This way, nothing can get lost or 
damaged.  
 
Please ensure children have enough clothing for the duration of the trip. Clothes may get wet and may not dry 
during our stay. Please also ensure that clothing is clearly labelled as this will reduce the risk of children losing 
items – especially new items of clothing that they are unfamiliar with. For the daytime activities, children will be 
outside and active - please pack suitable clothes – see the kit list provided. Old trainers are advised for the canoe 
trip. During the evenings, jeans and casual clothing is appropriate. Wellies are not needed.   
 
Children are allowed to bring a maximum of £10 spending money in a wallet as there will be a tuck shop in 
the evening. 
 
During the stay there will be biscuits and hot chocolate during the evenings, so please do not pack any sweets.

We will be departing Bewerley Park between 1pm and 1:30pm on Wednesday and should arrive back to school 
by 3pm.
