2a: Give or explain the meaning of words in context
· Can you find one word on this page that means [word]?
· Which word from that paragraph is the closest in meaning to [word]?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]What does [group of words] mean?
· What does the word [adjective] tell you about [noun]?
2b: Retrieve and record details/information from fiction and non-fiction
· Tell me three things that you are told about [character, setting, event].
· Can you give me two reasons why [x] happened?
· In what year / What time of day / Which day of the week did [x] happen?
· Why did [x] happen? What events led to it?
· True or False quiz (use details from the book to create).
2c: Summarise main ideas from more than one paragraph
· Can you tell me what happened in the last chapter in your own words?
· What are the key events that occurred in this story?
2d: Make inferences and justify them using evidence from the text
· Look at that last paragraph. How do you know [character’s feelings, motivation]?
· [Character] did [x] in that chapter. Why do you think they did that?
· What impression do you get of [x] from this paragraph/chapter?
· What does [character] think when [x] happens? How do you know?
· According to the text, how did [x] happen?
· What evidence is there of [x] in that chapter?
2e: Predict what might happen from details stated/implied
· Do you think [x] will happen? Why do you think that?
· What do you think will happen in the next few chapters?
· How do you think this story will end? Why?
2f: Explain how information/content contributes to the whole meaning

2g: Identify and explain how choice of word enhances/affects meaning
· Why do you think the author chose [group of words] to describe [x]?
· What does this description tell you about [x]?
· Was there a different word the author could’ve chosen to describe [x]?
· What impression does [group of words] give you of [x]? 
· Why didn’t the author choose [word] instead of [word in text]?
2h: Make connections within the text
